Weekday Communion Service

( Vilkkomessu )

This order for a weekday communion service contains the key elements of worship, including the celebration of the
Eucharist (Lord’s Supper). This flexible structure gives room for silence, meditation, and prayer in one’s own words. An
opportunity for private counseling and confession for worshippers should be arranged either before or after the service.

This order for a communion service is meant to be used primarily on weekdays (at any hour, possibly with a specific
theme). It can be used with the whole congregation or in special circumstances, such as youth services or worship in
educational institutions, or the armed forces.

In a weekday communion service, the entire liturgy may be spoken.

| Gathering

1. Opening hymn

Instead of a hymn, a psalm, choir music, or an instrumental prelude may be used.

During the music those assisting in the service may enter as a procession, for which the assembly
stands.

2. Invocation and greeting

The invocation and greeting may be sung or said.

Invocation

3. Introductory words

Introductory words may be freely formulated, taking into account special features of the day and the service.
These introductory words may be shaped so as to lead directly to the confession.
Generalized examples may be found in SUPPLEMENT ONE.

1 Literally, the Finnish wording of the response means "So also with your spirit.”



Confession and forgiveness

Confession and forgiveness may occur after the sermon (# 7).

Confession of sins

The confession may be read in unison. Kneeling is a possibility. The confession may be divided into parts with
interpolated sentences, sung verses of prayer, or with periods of silence. The confession may include silent
personal prayer preceded by an exhortative or introductory phrase, such as "Hear my silent confession.”

Suitable stanzas of a hymn may also be used as the confession of sins.
Examples for confession of sins are in SUPPLEMENT TWO.

Declaration of forgiveness (Absolution)

The "Amen” following the declaration of forgiveness may be sung or spoken.
Some alternative declarations of forgiveness are in SUPPLEMENT THREE.

5. Hymn

This hymn may be replaced with other music or a moment of silent meditation.

Prayer of the day

Any part of this prayer (the call to prayer, the prayer itself or the amen) may be sung or spoken. The call to
prayer may be followed by a time for silent prayer.

God’s Word

Scripture reading and a sermon

In addition to a gospel lesson or instead of it, a passage from the Old or New Testament may be read. A
response (a psalm, hymn, song, instrumental music or silent meditation) may follow the reading. A meditative
text may be read in place of the sermon.

If the sermon is followed by confession and forgiveness (see # 4 above), the creed is said after the declaration of
forgiveness. In this case, a hymn or some other music leading to penitence may precede the confession of sins.



*8. Creed

The creed is said in unison. Other accepted English wordings of the creed may be used instead.
A hymn paraphrase of the creed may also be used. In that case, the following hymn (# 9) is omitted.

9. Hymn

This hymn may be replaced with other music or a moment of silent meditation.

10. Prayer of intercession

If the alternative including intercession is used after communion (# 17), prayer is omitted here.

It is recommended that the prayer of intercession be prepared together with members of the congregation.
Important topics include prayer for the church and the local congregation, and the spreading of the gospel, prayer
for public authorities and for peace, prayer for those in various kinds of trouble, and prayer about current matters.
There should also be time for silent prayer.

It is possible to divide the prayer into parts with interpolated sentences, with sung verses of prayer, or with
moments of silence.

Examples for the prayer of intercession are in SUPPLEMENT FOUR.
The call to prayer and the amen may be sung or spoken.

11. Preparation of the Lord’s table

A hymn is usually sung as an offertory while the pastor (possibly with assistants) prepares the Lord’s table.
Offerings of money are collected during the hymn. The beneficiary of the offering is announced before the hymn,
and the offering may be blessed after the collection is completed. The hymn may be replaced by silence, a song
or instrumental music.

12. Eucharistic prayer

*Sanctus

After the Sanctus, the assembly may remain standing until the Agnus Dei.

Prayer and the words of institution

If the opening dialogue, preface and Sanctus are omitted, the eucharistic prayer begins with the exhortation: "Let
us give thanks to the Lord, our God.”

This prayer and the words of institution may be spoken or sung.

Alternatives to this prayer can be found in the long order for a communion service (alternatives 1, 2 and 3 in # 20
of that agenda).

Heavenly Father, Creator of al,

with gratitude we recall what you have done for us:
Y ou sent your Son to save the world.

14. Greeting of peace

After this greeting, participants in the service may be invited to greet one another with words of
peace, such as "The peace of Christ be with you.”

*15. Agnus Dei (Lamb of God)

The Agnus Dei may be sung during the distribution of the bread and wine.
The pastor may choose to break the bread during the Agnus Dei.

Singing of hymns or presentation of other music may take place during the distribution.

The communicant may answer: Amen.

Words to conclude the meal

After these words, the vessels used for communion are covered (and removed to an auxiliary table).

The words may be followed by a time of silence.

17. Prayer of thanksgiving

A suitable hymn may be used as a prayer of thanksgiving. If that is done, the Benedicamus (# 18)
is omitted.

*18. Praise (Benedicamus)

If a hymn has been sung as a prayer of thanksgiving (# 17), this is omitted.

The Benedicamus is omitted on Maundy Thursday, Good Friday and the Quiet Saturday (Easter
eve).

*19. Benediction

The benediction may be sung.

Dismissal

The dismissal is said just before the people leave.

lift burdens of the oppressed,]
treat all people with respect.
Love and serve the Lord with gladness
in the power of the Holy Spirit.

20. Concluding music

A hymn, choir music, or an instrumental postlude is suitable here.

During the music a cross can be carried to the door. The assembly follows the cross and exits in
procession.
